"Students have the freedom to take
any language of their choice as a first language,
second or third language. If the student choses
Bengali, Hindi, English, Urdu ,Gurmukhi, Nepali,
Alchiki as the first language, he/she may opt for two
other languages of their choice. One of the three
languages has to be Bengali."
